Lesson prices, scheduling & policies

The Spring 2012 semester starts the week of January 9th and ends on May 3rd, with a student recital on Thursday, May 10, 2012.  

Lessons are scheduled in either 30 minute or 1-hour blocks of time, with the following cost per month. Invoices will be e-mailed on the 15th of each month.  Payment for the upcoming month is required by the 1st lesson of each month by either cash or check (made payable to Sarah Carroll).  

Beginner Piano  

30 minute lesson  $500/semester or $100/ month for 5 months (August- December)
1 Hour                  $850/semester or $170/month for 5 months (August- December)
 

Voice
30 minute lesson $525/semester or $105.00/month for 5 months (August- December)
1 Hour                 $940/semester or $188.00/month for 5 months (August- December)
Lesson times are scheduled Monday- Thursday on a first-come, first-serve basis after $35 registration fee is received (see attached sheet for specific time slots).  

To Register:
1.) Fill out the online interest form and include any questions or concerns that you may have
2.) Download the Carroll Music Studio Handbook , read and return the Signature Page with your $35 registration fee (check: made payable to Sarah Carroll) to 157 Townsend Way, Summerville, SC 29483. 
3.) Lesson time slots are first-come, first-serve and cannot be held until registration fee & signature page are received. 
Missed Lessons & Tardiness: 

If a student is unable to attend his/her scheduled lesson time, Carroll•Music•Studio requires 24 hours’ notice or the student risks forfeiting his/her make up lesson.  Make up lessons are scheduled on the Friday following the missed lesson at a time that is most convenient for both the instructor and the student and his/her guardian.  The student is allowed 1 make up lesson a month. 

Because student lesson times are scheduled one right after the other, a lesson time that is missed due to tardiness cannot be made up.  If a student misses more than 50% of his/her lesson due to tardiness, he/she forfeits his lesson.    (For ie, a student who has a 30-minute lesson cannot be more than 15 minutes late; a student who has an hour lesson, cannot be more than 30 min. late).  
If a scheduled lesson is cancelled due to Carroll•Music•Studio, it will be rescheduled at the most convenient time for the student and his/her guardian.  


Discontinuing Lessons:


Taking lessons at Carroll•Music•Studio is a semester long commitment (approx. 4 ½ months).
If for any reason, a student is no longer able to keep his/her commitment to Carroll•Music•Studio, 30 days, written notice is required.  Payment is required for the aforementioned 30 days.  For example, Student A no longer wants to take piano lessons.  He sends an e-mail to Carroll Music Studio on February 1st.  Student A will be billed for the month of February and is free to continue lessons for that month.  However, he will not be billed for March, and his time slot becomes available on March 1st.
